Regulations of the 5th PhD Students Conference 
 „Four Elements 
– contemporary problems in life sciences” 14.12.2022 r.


1. General provisions
1.1. These Regulations apply to the 5th PhD Students Conference entitled. "Four Elements - contemporary problems in life sciences" organized on December 14, 2022 in Warsaw, Poland, referred in this Regulations as The Conference. 
1.2. The Conference is organised online via MS Teams platform.
1.3. The organizers of the Conference are PhD students of the Doctoral School of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences and PhD students of the Bohdan Dobrzanski Institute of Agrophysics of the Polish Academy of Sciences in Lublin.
1.4. The conference is all-Poland and is addressed primarily to PhD students of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences (referred to as SGGW), the Bohdan Dobrzanski Institute of Agrophysics of the Polish Academy of Sciences in Lublin, as well as to PhD students of other research centers in Poland.
1.5. Participants of the Conference are only Active Participants, i.e., presenting and delivering the speech, who will send the Application Form and the abstract of the speech within the designated time. The book of abstracts will be published in electronic form on the website of the SGGW Doctoral School and will be sent by e-mail to all Conference Participants.
1.6. Each Participant will receive a certificate of participation in the Conference, which will be in pdf form sent to the Participant's email address. 
1.7. The organizers reserve the right to cancel the Conference in case of insufficient number of Participants (the minimum number of participants is 20 people) or for other reasons independent of the organizers.
1.8. In case of cancellation of the Conference, the organizers are obliged to inform the Participants about it by e-mail no later than 7 days before the start of the Conference.
1.9. The organizers reserve the right to change the Conference Program, of which they will inform the Participants via e-mail no later than 2 days before the start of the Conference. 
1.10.  The organizers are not responsible for technical problems in the form of, for example: failure of the Internet network, failure of the online system during the Conference. 

2. Rules for participation and cancellation of participation 
2.1. Registration for the Conference Participants shall be made by sending the Application Form, including: name, affiliation of the scientific institute, topic and abstract of the paper (according to the template provided at the end of the regulations) by e-mail until November 30, 2022, to: f5be8f28.sggw.edu.pl@emea.teams.ms. After this date, submissions will not be accepted. Acceptance of the application is confirmed by a return email from the Organizers within 3 working days.
2.2. The Application Form and abstract template are available for download on the Conference website

2.3. The abstract should be prepared in the language identical to the language, in which the speech will be presented (Polish or English)
2.4. In order to participate in the Conference, the participant should have a computer, smartphone or tablet with an Internet connection, with a built-in or external microphone, and a webcam, which should be turned on when presenting a speech. The presentation without a turned-on camera may be allowed only in urgent, justified cases. 
2.5. The speech can be prepared and presented in Polish or English. 
2.6. In the case of co-authorship of a speech by several authors, the speech at the Conference should be presented by only one of the co-authors.
2.7. Each Participant of the Conference should have a presentation prepared on the device on which he will present his speech. The author of the presentation, after receiving permission from the moderator, provides the screen himself and presents the slides.
2.8. The participant is fully responsible for all materials and information presented by him during the Conference. The Participant is obliged to ensure that all statements and presentations made by him/her during the Conference do not violate the law or the rights or personal property of third persons.
2.9. Conference places are limited to a maximum 50 people.
2.10. Qualification of Participants for the Conference is determined by the order of submissions. One participant may submit only one topic submission and one abstract.
2.11. The speech to be presented at the Conference should be no longer than 10 minutes. It should be prepared in Power Point and presented using the MS Teams platform to the other conference participants.
2.12. Cancellation of participation in the Conference should be notified to the Organizers no later than December 9, 2022 by e-mail to the following address f5be8f28.sggw.edu.pl@emea.teams.ms.
2.13. The Conference is free of charge. 

3. Final provisions 
3.1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Conference Organizers do not transfer, sell or lend the collected personal data of Participants to other persons or institutions. All personal data of the Participant are treated as confidential information and are used only for the purpose of communication between the Participant and the Conference Organizers.
3.2. The provisions of these regulations apply to all Participants. Registration as a Participant of the Conference is equivalent to with acceptance of the above regulations.
3.3. In matters not covered by these Regulations, the provisions of the Civil Code shall apply.
3.4. These Regulations shall come into force as of the date of their posting on the Conference website.
3.5. The organizers reserve the right to make changes to the Framework Conference Program for reasons independent of the organizers.
3.6. The organizers have the right to change the provisions of the Regulations. Amendments shall become effective within 7 days of their posting on the Conference website. 

4. Personal data protection 
Pursuant to Article 13 (1) and (2) of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of April 27, 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data relation to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation), hereinafter referred to as the "RODO Regulation"), we inform you that:

· Article 6(1)(c) of the RODO Regulation (as required by law and by internal acts of the SGGW); 
· Article 6(1)(e) of the RODO Regulation in connection with Articles 2 and 11 of the Law on Higher Education and Science of July 20, 2018 (as it is necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of public authority entrusted to the controller in connection with the mission of the system of higher education and science in terms of education, scientific activity, shaping civic attitudes, and participation in social development and the creation of an innovation-based economy);
