
AGREEMENT PROM-…

Name and address of the higher education institution: .Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW, Nowoursynowska 166, 
02-787 Warsaw hereinafter referred to as the “HEI”, represented by dr hab. Marta Mendel, Vice-Rector for International Cooperation, being the Beneficiary in the Agreement for the implementation and financing of the project under the PROM 
Programme – International scholarship exchange of doctoral students and academic staff (hereinafter the Programme), concluded with the Polish National Agency for Academic Exchange, hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement with the HEI”.
and

hereinafter referred to as the “Project Participant” 
The parties have agreed to the following terms of the Agreement

PROVISIONS OF THE AGREEMENT

§1 – SUBJECT-MATTER OF THE AGREEMENT

1.  The parties have jointly agreed to effect a scholarship exchange under the Programme in compliance with the provisions of the Agreement with the HEI. The Programme is co-financed by the European Social Fund under the Knowledge Education Development Operational Programme.
2. The Project Participant shall represent and confirm that they have read the Programme documentation and the obligations imposed on them in the Agreement with the HEI and the documents referenced therein and accepts them. 
3. The HEI will provide the Project Participant with co-financing for implementing a short form of education: internship - title, 05-date, host institution, hereinafter referred to as the “Action”.
4. The Project Participant shall accept co-financing and undertake in the frame of the received co-financing to implement the Action referred to in paragraph 3.
5. The Project Participant declares that they have read and accept the terms of this Agreement. Any amendments to this Agreement must be made in writing under the penalty of becoming null and void. 
    
§2 – DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT

1. The Agreement shall enter into force on the date of its conclusion, i.e. after signing by last of the parties.
2. The Action will commence on date and last until date


§3 – CO-FINANCING FOR THE ACTION

1. Co-financing of the costs associated with the Action shall amount to … PLN, say nine thousand eighty PLN. The above amount consists of the amount for travelling of ..PLN and the amount for the living allowance of .. PLN and .................. (please provide any other costs of the Action).
2. The Project Participant undertakes to complete an evaluation survey constituting Attachment 2 to this Agreement, within the time-limit and on the terms set out in the Programme. 
3. The Project Participant is obliged to provide, depending on the nature of the Action, a suitable certificate proving the proper implementation of the Action – the model of such certificate constitutes Attachment No 3 to this Agreement.
4. Within the period of 14 days from the completion of the Action, the Project Participant shall provide the HEI with a properly completed visit settlement form in accordance with the model constituting Attachment No 1 to the Agreement. 

§4 – PAYMENTS TO THE PROJECT PARTICIPANT

1. Within 7 days following this Agreement’s entry into force payment amounting to 7824 PLN shall be transferred to the Project Participant. 
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]As to the remainder, the HEI shall transfer the funds to the Project Participant by … once the visit settlement, referred to in § 3 paragraph 4is approved by the HEI.
3. If the amount of funds provided to the Project Participant pursuant to § 4 paragraph 1 exceeds the amount payable indicated in the visit settlement, the Project Participant is obliged to return difference between the amount paid and the amount payable, within 7 days following the day of the HEI’s approval of the visit settlement or from the expiry of the last day on which such visit settlement of the trip should be submitted. The funds returned by the Project Participant, referred to in the previous sentence, are the unused funds under the Agreement with the HEI.

§5 – TRANSFER OF AUTHOR’S ECONOMIC RIGHTS

1. As of the balancing payment date, the Project participant shall transfer to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW their author’s economic rights to the work, and such transfer shall take place throughout the universe in perpetuity, and concern any and all copies of the works and the following fields of use:
1) Fixing, copying, uploading to computer memory and computer network servers;
2) Public broadcasting and displaying at seminars and conferences; 
3) Presenting in publications and in all types of audiovisual and computer media;
4) Multiplying by means of printing or fixing on a magnetic storage device or in the electronic form;
5) Marketing;
6) Disseminating the copies of the work for free;
7) Using the work, in whole or in part, and in combination with other works, creating derivative works by means of adding different elements, updating, modifying, translating into foreign languages, changing the colours or the size of the entire work or parts thereof;
8) Uploading the work, in whole or in part, to the Internet in a way enabling interested users to access it, and also storing the work in the computer’s RAM;
9) Publishing or disclosing the work, in whole or in part, in a video or audio format, using the Ethernet or wireless network and via terrestrial or satellite television.
2. The project participant shall transfer to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW the right to exercise derivative rights and the right to consent to the exercise of derivative rights to the work in the fields of use listed in Clause 1.
3. The transfer of the author’s economic rights to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW in the fields of use listed in Clause 1 shall be executed as part of the Project funding.
4. The Project participant represents that the work completed and delivered is free from any defects in materials/workmanship and title defects, and that they only enjoy author’s economic rights to the work to the extent necessary to transfer the same to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW, and that these rights are not limited in any way whatsoever. The Project participant also represents that the use of the work does not violate any industrial or intellectual property rights, particularly those covered under patents, copyrights or trademarks.
5. The Parties agree that in the event of any third-party claims concerning the work, the Project participant, upon having been advised by the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW thereof, shall seek to clarify the matter and defend the claim, at their own expense and risk, and pay any legitimate claims to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW and – in the case an obligation to pay any damages has been imposed on the Warsaw University of Life Sciences under a court decision – the Project participant shall reimburse the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW for all damages it paid to settle such third-party claims, and for any expenses and fees it incurred, including the costs of legal proceedings and other legal costs. The Project participant shall fulfil the obligations referred to in the foregoing only if the grounds for the claim concerning the work are 
attributable to the Project participant.
6. If the work is not free from title defects or if the Project participant is responsible for the occurrence of the aforementioned events that preclude the use of the work and the exercise of the rights vested in the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW, the Project participant shall, before the deadline agreed on by the Parties in due course, deliver the work in a version free from any defects and compliant with the requirements set forth in the Agreement, and remedy the losses suffered by the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW in connection therewith. In the event referred to in the foregoing, the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW may, instead of requesting the Project participant to deliver a work free from any defects, terminate the Agreement within 30 days of having learnt about the grounds for such termination, with the effect stipulated in § 5 of the Agreement on project funding, made by and between the Project participant and the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW. The withdrawal from the Agreement does not release the Project participant from the obligation to pay damages for the loss suffered.
8. The Parties commit not to exercise the rights vested in them in a manner restricting the exercise of the rights by the other Party.
9. The Project participant commits not to register as trademarks any visual, verbal or audiovisual works being part of the work covered by the Agreement.
10. When requested by the Warsaw University of Life Sciences, the Project participant shall deliver the copies of the work to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW on a durable medium named by the University. The title to the durable medium on which the work has been fixed and delivered shall also be transferred to the Warsaw University of Life Sciences – SGGW as part of the Project funding.

§6 – PERSONAL DATA

The Project Participants, in concluding this Agreement, is obliged to submit a declaration of personal data, which constitutes Attachment 4 to this Agreement. Failure to submit the aforementioned declaration by the Project Participant shall constitute the basis for not paying of funds to the Project Participant and forthwith withdrawal of the HEI’s from this Agreement. 

§7 – APPLICABLE LAW AND JURISDICTION

Granting and payment of co-financing under the Programme shall be made in observance of the provisions of this Agreement, while considering the provisions of the Agreement with the HEI. Any disputed matters relating to this Agreement shall be settled in accordance with Polish legislation.

§8 – FINAL CONDITIONS

1. The court with jurisdiction to resolve any disputes arising from this Agreement will be the court competent for the HEI.
2. This Agreement has been drawn up in two identical copies, one for each party.
